The 222nd (2016) General Assembly of  the 
Presbyterian Church (USA) will take place 
June 18-25, in Portland, Oregon.  Commis-
sioners and advisory delegates will come 
from all 171 presbyteries, coupled with oth-
er delegates and observers from around the 
world.  We are part of  a connectional 
church! 
 

The theme for this GA is òThe Hope in 
Our Calling,ó from Ephesians 1:18.   
Around eight hundred commissioners will 
become the corporate head of  our denomi-
nation for one week, worshiping every day, 
electing persons to moderate the Assembly 
and serve in key denominational posts, act-
ing on a plethora of  overtures ð and seek-
ing in all things to discern the will of  
Christ together.  Actually, more than 3,000  
people will come to GA to participate, help, 
staff, or watch with interest (including yours 
truly).   
 

Part of commissionersõ time will be spent 
in committees.  There are twelve  
committees of  GA, with commissioners 
randomly assigned to each one.  The com-
mittees will sift through c. 88 overtures  
in order to make recommendations to the 
whole body.  After committee work is  

 

done, the assembly will regather and act 
on issues such as the future of  our de-
nomination, social witness policy, race re-
lations, environmental issues, and the Mid-
dle East.  The Belhar Confession will be 
up for final approval for addition to our 
Book of  Confessions.  You can expect 
some controversies and you will probably 
not agree with all decisions made! 
 

The PC (USA) is reformed and always re-
forming, which means change is always a 
possibility.  It is important to be informed, 
but not necessarily by getting your infor-
mation from the news media (which may 
take decisions out of  context in brief  
soundbites).  Instead, watch GA live and

These 
programs bring the arts and sciences 
to the kids at Fairborn Primary, some 
of  whom may not be fortunate 
enough to be exposed otherwise.  
 

 With the United Methodist 

Church Snak Pak program running 

well, we have decided to step back and 

instead enter into a new supporting 

role with the Fairborn Schools: provid-

ing funds and necessary items for Fair-

born homeless families with children 

from Pre-K to Grade 12.  This is a 

new partnership and we are not sure 

which direction we will be taking;  

however, we feel strongly that it is our 

calling to help these families.   

 Thanks to a generous donation 

from one of  our church regulars, the 

church established a new "Caring for 

Kids" program.  This is a discretionary 

fund that is monitored and utilized by 

the Primary School Counselor and 

Principal. 

 We also have a longstanding min-
istry with St. Vincent.  We have three 
teams (down from four) that plan, pur-
chase and cook a meal at the shelter 
once a month.  That evening, a very 
hardy group of  volunteers (with two

MISSION FOR JUNE  

 First Presbyterian is a loving, 

friendly and helpful church.  Support-

ing missions is one of  the most im-

portant things we do for our communi-

ty and our congregation.  Below is a 

quick rundown on where our mission 

dollars go. 

 For 2016, the goal for the mission 

budget is $29,000.  This is based on a 

tithe (10%) of  the total income for the 

church in 2014.  (Note:  We use 2014 

because we must submit the budget be-

fore we have the income total for 

2015.)  Approximately two-thirds of  

this comes from the general offerings 

to the church.  The other one-third 

comes from gifts designated for a spe-

cific mission and fund-raising projects.  

The plan for 2016 is to use $18,640 

from the general offering and $10,360 

from designated gifts and fund raising.  

  Here is where our general offer-

ing dollars go:  Fairborn Schools:   

$5,940;  St Vincent:  $3,500;  Senior 

Center:  $1,750;  Fisher House:  $100, 

Presbyterian Missions:  $2,000; and  

other local programs/charities:   $5,350.  

 The Fairborn Schools is the biggest 
chunk of  our expenditures.  We provid-
ed the following programs last school 
year for children in K-3:    COSI (3rd

regulars from Bath Presbyterian) return 

to St. Vincent and serve the families.   

 We started a  program to cook and 

serve lunch once a month at the Fair-

born Senior Center, not only providing a 

healthy meal for our seniors in the com-

munity, but also ensuring a happy, 

friendly environment for these folks to 

share a meal and have some contact 

with others, perhaps in their same situa-

tions. 

 We bake homemade goodies and 

take then to the Fisher House every  

other month.  We like to think we 

are providing a homelike feel for the 

guests by providing these items baked 

with love. 

 Other projects we support finan-

cially:  FISH, Christmas in Action, Catch 

the Building Spirit, Kirkmont Camp, and 

the Interfaith Hospitality Network. 

 We receive "in kind" donations 

throughout the year (for instance one 

cooking team member pays for all the 

food for St Vincent for the months the 

team cooks, four times per year).  As 

you know, we do fund raisers (Elder-

Beerman books, Meadowview cards, 

etc.) to provide funding for some of  this 

programming.  This is over and above 

our proposed budget! 

 In addition to financial support, we 

have a very loving group of  volunteers 

who do a wide variety of  sharing of  their 

time and talents.  We have individuals 

who donate their time to Fairbornõs FISH 

Pantry, Fairbornõs Operation Safety Net, 

working in the primary school library, 

reading to children at the primary school, 

Helping Hands, along with a host of  oth-

er activities. 

 If  anyone is interested in helping 

with one of  these missions, please see any 

member of  the Congregational Life and 

Service Team.  There is always room for 

more volunteers!
